JOURNALISM AND MASS COMMUNICATION

Most Indian universities have Journalism and Mass Communication Department (JMC). Courses in JMC are
offered both at graduation and post-graduation level. While most universities offer combined courses in Journalism
and Mass Communication at BA and MA level, some universities offer specialised courses at MA level like MA
in Journalism, MA in Mass Communication, MA in Development Communication, MA in Film Studies, MA in
Advertising, MA in Public Relations and Corporate Communications. Several universities also offer Diploma and PG
Diploma courses.

Admission requirements for UG and PG admissions are like any other courses and students from any stream can
take admission. Most universities have entrance tests and/or interviews for admission. Some reputed universities
like Delhi’s Jamia Millia Islamia lay emphasis on portfolio as testimony of interests in the course at PG level.

Some universities like WBUT and private colleges offer courses in media science which is broadly similar though as
the name suggest emphasis might be on technical/scientific aspects.

One should keep in mind that JMC is skill oriented course and hence one should take it up only if they are passionate
about journalism, film, writing, photography, designing and graphics, etc. Good communication abilities are helpful,
but if one acquires technical skills in photography, editing, graphics designing, etc. job opportunities are ample.
